 MINUTES – NOVEMBER 13, 2019
The Caswell County Board of Commissioners met in special session at the Yanceyville Municipal Building, Yanceyville, North Carolina at 6:00 p.m. on Wednesday, November 13, 2019.  Members present from the Board of Commissioners: Rick McVey, Chairman, Jeremiah Jefferies, Vice Chairman, Sterling Carter, Nathaniel Hall, Steve Oestreicher and David Owen.  Absent:  William E. Carter.  Members present from the Yanceyville Town Council:  Mayor Alvin Foster.  Absent:  Odessa Gwynn, Margie Badgett-Lampkin, Brian Massey and Keith Tatum.  Members present from the Milton Commissioners: Patricia Williams, Mayor, Cathia Stewart, John Wallace, Lisa Brandon and Valerie Sottile.  Also present: Bryan Miller, County Manager, Brian Collie, Yanceyville Town Manager, Kamara Graves, Yanceyville Town Clerk and Shirley Wilson, Milton Town Clerk.  Paula P. Seamster, Clerk to the Board, recorded the minutes.

MEAL

The Boards had dinner.

CALL MEETING TO ORDER
Chairman McVey called the Caswell County Board of Commissioners meeting to order.

Mayor Williams called the Milton Town Council meeting to order.

Mayor Foster called the Yanceyville Town Council meeting to order.
GENERAL UPDATES FROM LOCAL GOVERNMENTS
CASWELL COUNTY
Chairman McVey turned the meeting over to the Bryan Miller, County Manager.
Mr. Miller stated that on the Bartlett Yancey High School project the architect and engineer has been selected and that he and Dr. Carter are working together on the project.  He added that the project will have 2 phases:  Phase 1 will be to build temporary classrooms that will later be turned into a field house or whatever is needed at the time.  Phase 2 is the main building of the high school.  Mr. Miller stated that the RFP has been issued and is on the County website and that an addendum was added today.  He stated that the county is looking into 2 funding streams:  1) bond and 2) USDA funding and this will be decided by the Board of Commissioners in January.

Project CEAD

Mr. Miller stated that Project CEAD is moving forward and this is a partnership with Piedmont Community College and the County.  He stated that the governor signed the community college portion of the budget so PCC will be receiving $1.4 million dollars for this project as well as $1.4 million from NC Connect funds.  Mr. Miller stated that the County and PCC are looking for additional funding to start phases 2 and 3.  He added that this project will be built in the Pelham Industrial Park.

Co-Working Space or Co-Square

Mr. Miller stated that the Board of Commissioners approved the construction contract on the Co-Square.  He added that several employees will be taking a trip to HQ Greensboro tomorrow.
Zoning Meeting

Mr. Miller stated that the Board of Commissioners will have a special meeting to learn more about zoning immediately following the December 2, 2019 regular meeting.  He added that Jessie Day with the PTRC will be conducting this meeting.  Mr. Miller stated that he and Matthew Hoagland will also speak during this meeting. 

Commissioner Oestreicher stated that the public is invited.
TOWN OF YANCEYVILLE

Downtown Strong Initiative
Mayor Foster stated that the Downtown Strong Initiative was moving forward with the website update.
Ms. Kamara Graves added that the Town of Yanceyville received $9500 from the North Carolina Department of Commerce for the Downtown Strong Initiative and that the Town of Milton, Town of Yanceyville, Caswell County, Chamber of Commerce and Economic Development submitted an application to the Danville Regional Foundation to get a website for Milton and updated websites for the other entities.  She added that everyone should hear something within the next 2 weeks.

Sewer Upgrades

Mayor Foster stated that the sewer upgrade continue to be made.

Yanceyville Upcoming Events
Mayor Foster stated that the Yanceyville Annual Tree and Winter Lights Event will be on Friday, December 6, 2019 and the Yanceyville Parade will take place on Saturday, December 7, 2019 starting at 10:00 a.m.

Commissioner Oestreicher asked if there was any new information about the splash park.  Mayor Foster responded that the Town of Yanceyville did not receive the PARTF grant for the splash park but the Town of Yanceyville has reapplied for this grant.  He added that boring samples will be taken soon for the 911 Park, Veterans Memorial, and the splash park.
Mayor Williams stated that she is looking forward to the new website.

MILTON

New Commissioners

Mayor Williams stated that the Town of Milton has its swearing in ceremony last night and that Ms. Lisa Brandon and Ms. Valerie Sottile are the new commissioners for the Town of Milton.

Water Tank

Mayor Williams stated that Milton is in the process of cleaning out its water tank.  She added that the tank has not been cleaned since 1984.  Mayor Williams stated that a temporary tank is in place and that the cleaning of the water tank will take place on Monday, November 18, 2019.

Milton Post Office

Mayor Williams stated that she has been in contact with the design group with the state to find a temporary location for the Milton post office.  She added that the Town of Milton at its meeting last night also appointed a planning board last night to help with this process.

Boards and Committees

Mayor Williams stated that Commissioner Cathia Stewart will take Cynthia Royster’s place on the Economic Development Commission and the RPO.

Commissioner Hall stated the Piedmont Triad Regional Council is looking to invite more municipalities to join and he asked Milton to consider joining.  He added that the PTRC represents 12 counties and 70+ municipalities and it has a huge staff that helps with economic development, aging, housing and grant administrations.

Mayor Williams asked if the PTRC meeting monthly and if they meet in Greensboro.  Commissioner Hall responded that the PTRC meeting monthly but they meeting Kernersville and he invited Milton to attend a meeting.  Mayor Williams asked when the next meeting would be.  Mayor Foster responded that there will be 2 meetings in December on the 1st and 3rd Wednesdays.  Mayor Williams asked how much it would cost to join the PTRC.  Mayor Foster responded around $600 a year.
