MINUTES – OCTOBER 28, 2013
The Caswell County Board of Commissioners met in special session at the Historic Courthouse in Yanceyville, North Carolina at 5:00 p.m. on Monday, October 28, 2013.  Members present:  Cathy W. Lucas, Chair, Kenneth D. Travis, Vice-Chairman, William E. Carter, Larry G. Hamlett, Nathaniel Hall, Jeremiah Jefferies and N. Kent Williamson.  Also present:  Kevin B. Howard, County Manager and Brian Ferrell, County Attorney via telephone.  Paula P. Seamster, Clerk to the Board, recorded the minutes.

MOMENT OF SILENT PRAYER

Chair Lucas opened the meeting with a Moment of Silent Prayer.
CLOSED SESSION
Commissioner Travis moved, seconded by Commissioner Jefferies to enter Closed Session to preserve the Attorney/Client privilege (NCGS 143-318.11(a)(3)).  The motion carried unanimously.

REGULAR SESSION

Commissioner Hamlett moved, seconded by Commissioner Williamson to resume regular session.  The motion carried unanimously.

Commissioner Carter asked what was found during the state inspection of the jail.  Mr. Howard stated that there were several different things that were found.  These items had been inspected by the local inspector and he interpreted them a different way than the state did.  One thing was that sprinklers needed to be in the recreation area.  Mr. Howard stated that this is a question he would like to ask Pamlico County if they were required to do this.  Another thing was smoke detectors in each cell.  Commissioner Carter asked if these items would come under change orders.  Mr. Howard responded that these two items were not on the original drawings or specs so yes they would be on change orders.  Chair Lucas asked who would have been the contractor for these items.  Mr. Howard responded Kern.  Commissioner Hall asked if this was code.  Mr. Howard responded that they were not included in the drawings or specs.  Mr. Howard stated that he would call Pamlico County to see if they had sprinklers in their recreation areas and if smoke detectors were in individual cells.  Commissioner Travis asked what would catch on fire in the recreation room since there was nothing in there and then he asked if there was a light in the recreation room.  Mr. Howard responded yes there is a light in the recreation area but there was nothing else in the room.
