Our staff provides necessary transportation within Caswell County to assist our clients while they are transitioning into a more stable home life. We are able to accommodate domestic violence victims that are single and/ or those that have children. Leaving an abusive relationship can ensure your safety! 
Often a hurdle to leaving an abusive relationship is questioning where to go. Sometimes the only safe place is a domestic violence shelter. There you can find hope for tomorrow and time to begin to heal. 
It is very likely that an abuser will know the location of the homes of victims’ friends and family members. All factors should be considered when leaving a violent relationship. Although our shelter stay is temporary, it can be a beneficial resource in a time of need.
